The Diocesan Archives is located on the first floor of the Anglican Diocesan Centre
beside the Capital Campaign office.
It is made up of two rooms: The Weldon Mosher Room holds the Reference
Collection and is used for research, named after Archdeacon Weldon Mosher who
contributed much to education and historical knowledge of the Diocese. We do
accessioning, research and cataloguing there; it is styled after the Church of
England Institute reading room.
