Our parishes are often the beneficiaries of bequests.  While the process of receiving such gifts may appear to be simple, the fact is these gifts follow a well-defined legal process that can require significant administration on the part of the parish as beneficiary.  This is particularly true when the gift is made from the residue of an estate.

Parishes are strongly encouraged to notify Charles O’Neil, our Diocesan gift planning consultant, if they receive notification that they are to receive a bequest from an estate.  By taking this additional step, the parish will benefit from additional expertise in administering the gift.  It will also facilitate a coordinated response to the estate executor prior to signing a release, if the parish is sharing the gift with another Anglican parish or church related organization.
