INFORMATION REGARDING 2010 LITURGICAL DANCING

· What will be required of dancers?

Depending on the number of people interested we have roles which require different ability levels. Dancers will be split into three groups; red, green/blue, and white, each group will have different movements and positions to learn from very basic to advanced.  

· How will dancers be picked for the different positions?

Mainly this will be based on experience but also on availibility for practising. 

Red group-people must have a certain amount of dance experience and the ability to get together to practise every 2nd week for up to 3 months ahead of time and the morning of the service.

Green/Blue group-small amount of dance experience required and the ability to get together to practise 3 times in the weeks leading up to the celebration and also the morning of the service.

White group-enjoyment of movement and music and the ability to practise 1-2 times in the weeks leading up to the celebration and alsothe morning of the service.

· Costuming

Depending on which role, costume requirements will differ. We are looking into getting some funds to offset some of our requirements. For each position some basics will be required from dancers ie.Red depends on our final choreography, Green/Blue will be navy blue pants and a navy blue top with ¾ sleeves and White will be white pants and a white top with ¾ sleeves).  Some props will be provided to dancers.

· How will people learn the movements required?

Once we know how many people we have to work with we are planning on making short videos of the different movements and sequences for each seperate group. We will either e-mail or regular mail them to each person.
