Possible Stewardship statements for Parish Council/ Church Council/ ACW/ Youth group

Whatever wording you choose, you need to prepare the group for this step of signing a commitment ahead of the actual time for signing. This can be introduced to the group when you return from this workshop. It can be introduced at the same time that the budget for the coming year is being discussed, It can be introduced any time the group begins to criticize others for their lack of generosity.

After the commitment statement, put lines for members to sign their names.

Example 1.

Some of us will struggle. Some of us are working toward a tithe. Some of us tithe. Some of us give offerings beyond the tithe. We are all in different places, but we are of one mind when we say stewardship is our story of journeying in faith. We invite you to join us.”
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
