Spiritual Gifts Described

(A) Prophecy is the ability to receive clear and specific revelations from God for His people, and the ability to communicate the message directly in a given situation.

(B) Pastor/Shepherding is the ability to give pastoral leadership to an individual or to a community of Christian believers. The primary function of this gift is to feed, guide, and nurture other Christians with sensitivity and sacrificial concern.

(C) Teaching is the ability to understand and communicate the Christian faith so as to make truth clear to others. The end result of this gift is the maturing of Christian believers so that they may be more effective Christian disciples.

(D) Word of Wisdom relates to a special illumination that enables one in a specific instance to grasp divine insight regarding a fact, situation or context.

(E) Word of Knowledge is knowing a fact or the truth about a person or a situation as it is directly revealed by the Holy Spirit.

(F) Encouragement/Exhortation is the ability to call forth the best within others through the ministry of understanding, encouragement, admonish​ment and counsel. This gift equips one to life up and strengthen others by helping them to move from their problem to a resolution of that problem.

(G) Discernment is the ability to sense whether the source behind a per​son's teaching or action is divine, human or satanic.

(H) Giving empowers one in an extraordinary way to contribute their material resources to the Lord with dedication and cheerfulness, far beyond the basic tithe. Such people understand or discern the material or financial needs of others and then meet those needs generously.

(I) Help is the ability to sense a need and bring support to someone to relieve their burden and/or support their ministry. (Basically people oriented).

(J) Compassion/Mercy is the ability to feel genuine empathy and compas​sion for people (both Christian and non-Christian) who suffer distressing physical, mental or emotional problems, and to translate that compassion into cheerfully done deeds which reflect Christ's love and alleviate suffer​ing.

(K) Missionary. The gift of missionary is the ability to minister what ever other spiritual gifts one has in a second culture.

(L) Evangelism is the ability to lead unconverted persons to a personal knowledge of Jesus Christ. Persons with this gift are able to help others to a life-changing decision which moves them to accept Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior, and to become responsible members of the Body of Christ.

(M) Hospitality is the ability to show welcome to strangers and make people feel at ease, to care for those outside the immediate family in one's own home (or elsewhere) with joy and effectiveness.

(N) Faith is the ability to hold and witness to God's Will, believing His purpose will be carried out in seemingly impossible circumstances, and despite our immediate feelings. To discern God's Will for the future and move out regardless of the circumstances.

(0) Leadership is the ability to set goals in accordance with God's purpose for the future and to communicate these goals to others in such a way that they voluntarily and harmoniously work together to accomplish those goals for the glory of God.

(P) Administration is a gift that enables one to provide "helmsmanship" and guidance in matters of organization and administration. The adminis​trator serves by recognizing and co-ordinating the abilities and gifts of other members of the group, institution or Church.

(Q) Miracles is the ability to serve as human intermediaries through whom it pleases God to perform powerful acts that are perceived by observers to have altered the ordinary course of nature.

(R) Healing enables one to function as an instrument of God's healing grace in the lives of others. The gift of healings (double plural in the Greek text) extend to the healing of the body, the mind and the emotions. All Christians are called to pray for healing, but some are specially called to specialize in that area.

(S) Tongues. (Public) The gift of public tongues is the special ability given to only a few who receive and communicate an immediate message of God to His people through a divinely-Anointed utterance in a language they have never learned. The private prayer-language of tongues, in contrast, is given generally to those open and properly instructed. Private tongues is for personal devotion towards God, not for speaking to people.

(T) Interpretation. The interpretation of tongues is required, if speaking in tongues is exercised publicly. This gift enables one to interpret to others the intent or meaning of what was spoken.

(U) Apostleship is the ability to plant a Christian church where there is no knowledge of the gospel. -The term Greek (apostolos) and Latin (missio) means "a sent one" or "a messenger". Such a person exercises an extraor​dinary authority in spiritual matters which is spontaneously recognized and appreciated by many churches.

(V) Celibacy is the ability to remain single and enjoy it; to be unmarried and not suffer undue sexual temptations. I Corinthians 7:7,8 Matthew 19:10-12

(W) Intercession is the ability to pray for extended periods of time on a regular basis and see frequent and specific answers to their prayers, to a degree much greater than that which is expected of the average Christian.

(X) Martyrdom is the ability to undergo suffering for the faith even to the point of death, while consistently displaying a joyous and victorious atti​tude which brings glory to God.

(Y) Service is the ability to perform tasks which benefit others, meet practical needs and bring joy to the one serving. (Basically task oriented).

(Z) Voluntary Poverty is the ability to renounce material comfort and luxury and adopt a personal life-style equivalent to those living at the poverty level in a given society, in order to serve God more effectively.

Creative Ability is the gift that enables a person to create beauty in either themselves, other people or things. Such craftmanship could include areas such as arts, music, decorating, cooking, writing etc., etc.
