The keynote speaker at this past Diocesan Synod was Bishop Bill Burrill, a retired American bishop who many of you will have seen on the Growing in Christ videos that are used at the stewardship workshops. These will be available for pick-up at the Suffragan Bishop Consecration, June 29th in Halifax. Those not collected at the service will be mailed out the following week.
In April the Rev’d Arran Thorpe and I attended, with the Rev’d Matthew Sponagle, the annual conference of The Episcopal Network for Stewardship (TENS) in Kansas City, Missouri.
