Funds raised by Friends of the Bishop History: 
 

 Founded in 1974 as “The Bishop’s 
Men” with a mandate "to assist the 
Bishop with both finances for a 
discretionary fund and advice".  

 Renamed “Friends of the Bishop” in 
2008 to reflect evolving inclusive 
membership.   

 Has supported 7 Diocesan Bishops, 
from Archbishop Davis to the current 
incumbent, Archbishop Ron Cutler.  

 Has supported 13 students at AST 
with Pete Stanfield Bursaries totaling 
$17,000 to date.  

 Supports the financial priorities of 
the Diocese and discretionary funds 
for the Bishop.  

 Members were the largest source of 
funds for the Leap for Faith 
Campaign (over $800,000), achieved 
a $25,000 goal for the 2010 Bishop’s 
Appeal, and raised $9,500 to buy a 
car for Bishop Griselda of Cuba.  

 Membership fees, individual or 
corporate contributions, and regional 
events raise much-needed funds and 
raise awareness of the work carried 
out by the Diocese.  

 An Executive Committee, elected by 
its membership, manages the affairs 
of the Friends of the Bishop.
