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	Petition to COP26  Leaders from around the world are gathering in Scotland to discuss climate change.  A group called The Global Prayer and Action chain for Climate Justice are collecting signatures from all over the world for a petition which will be delivered to the COP 26 Presidency in Glasgow in November. It will demand that this round of talks do not end in the same manner as in recent years with, at best, incremental progress and a lack of ambition. It will remind all governments that inaction on climate change translates into innocent lives lost and irreversible destruction to natural ecosystems. Impoverished communities have historically generated a low carbon-footprint. Their contribution to the climate crisis is negligible yet they are amongst the most affected.

	

	Petition to stop aerial spraying in NS  Does spraying poison from helicopters on clearcuts in order to kill off natural regrowth of the Wabanaki-Acadian forest sound like something we should be doing in 2021? Corporations are not allowed to create toxic waste dumps on their land, just because they own it. Spraying the land with poison from the air because it is cheaper than paying workers to thin trees on the ground has to stop. This practice has no place in proper forestry. Cape Breton put a moratorium on aerial spraying of herbicides and pesticides years ago. In 2001, Quebec banned the use of glyphosate in forestry. In August 2021,  the Nova Scotia Department of the Environment & Climate Change approved applications to spray glyphosate-based herbicides over 1,172 ha (2,895 acres) of private forested land in Colchester, Cumberland, Guysborough, Halifax and Hants Counties.

	

	Petition to stop damaging fracking in Argentina Argentina is a country with an immense range of natural wonders from deserts, forests, waterfalls, mountains, ocean, glaciers, and so much more! It is also one of the most shale rich areas in the world, making it a prime target for fracking operations. Chevron, Shell, ExxonMobile and a subsidiary of BP are all companies working in the area. Footage from workers and satellite images show expansion, improper storage, and spills into the ecosystem. The Mapuche People own some of the land but their rights are being violated and they need global support in order to stand against the big oil companies. Signing this petition and standing with the Mapuche is a way to show support in demanding an end to fracking in Argentina.

	

	Petition to save bees in USA The United States sprays 1 billion pounds of pesticides over its farms and fields every year — and it’s having a devastating impact on pollinators. The pesticides also seep into the soil and groundwater, finding their way to streams and rivers, where they harm fish and other animals. Canadians can add their name to the petition and demand that the EPA save the bees!

	Petition to Defend Old Growth Forests BC  In many areas of the Kootenays in BC, only 3-4% of the forest is to be retained as Old Growth Management Areas. The remainder can be harvested.  There are 14 recommendations outlined in a recent old growth review commissioned by the Province to ensure the protection of this non-renewable resource, but the province has yet to implement any of them. You can help by signing the petition to let the BC government know that it needs to do more to protect old growth forests.

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Wind Turbines

Grandma loves wind turbines. Big ones, little ones, even the paper variety we made the other week. I have even saved some large laundry detergent bottles so I can learn to make a vertical axis wind turbine. They are small turbines but still can generate electricity for a power storage tank

Those big turbines are in every province in Canada. I have a graph below that comes from a government site

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When I look at this list I think, “Yeah, Ontario!” Look how much energy you made.” They made 5436 mw where Nova Scotia created 616 mw and Prince Edward Island made 204 mw in that year. I am picturing clusters of wind turbines all over Ontario. They must be running their province on wind turbine electricity, right?

Ah, not quite.

Ontario produces 26-27 times more energy than say PEI

5436 / 204 =26.6

Ontario is bigger in landmass than PEI. I found the numbers from Google.

1,076,000 square km / 5,660 square km = 190.  Ontario is 190 times bigger in landmass than say PEI (See, math classes come in handy)

BUT, 

did you also know that Prince Edward Island creates 40% of it’s energy with wind turbines?

I can’t find out the % of the energy created by wind energy in Ontario. I found several sites quoting that PEI is ahead of all the other provinces in producing its energy sustainably. PEI is considered the green child of Canada’s wind turbine sector. You can read all about how PEI is planning to use wind turbines in the future here.

Have any of you ever seen the blade from a wind turbine on the ground? I did at the Wind Energy Institute of Canada near Tignish, PEI. They had repaired a blade to one of the massive turbines and purposely left it lying by the side of the road leading up to the Institute. I walked and walked looking at this massive blade. Probably just a good run for you young folks. Nana just refused to take her walker that far. It was 380 feet long. That is the height of a 32 story building. I don’t think we have a building that tall in Halifax or Charlottetown. Then consider they turn 10 to 20 times a MINUTE. One of them alone is a massive energy plant. The colonies of PEI produces 40% of it’s energy from wind turbines. (Yes, I am repeating myself, purposely)

The point I want to get across

You don’t have to be the biggest, the widest, or the tallest to make big things happen. You just need to be determined. You need to care about the future and dream of how we can still have things like electricity without burning fossil fuels. Maybe we need to think like “Islanders”, all islanders, to help Turtle Island, another name for this land we call Earth.

	A Weaving Plate

This is what I call a rainy-day craft. Weaving skills may find come up more often in adult life than you thought. This craft makes a lovely piece of art for the wall. If you are more practical, this can be used to make hot mats to put hot bowls of food on the table. I like to call it a Weaving Plate.

You will need a paper plate (foam plates tend to tear while you are weaving, double or triple if using foam plates)

String, a pair of scissors, and then material to weave with

You can use yarn or strips of cloth

Make an uneven amount of notches on the plate. Make your first notch anywhere on the plate. Make the second directly across. Then make two notches halfway between the first two. You now have 4 notches that show four quarter pieces of your plate. Make a notch at the halfway mark between each of the four notches. Then makes another notch between each of them. That is 16. You need an uneven amount so make 2 notches in one of those last spots.

Using a string, twine, or skinny yarn, and leaving a good 6 inches in back, guide your string across the plate, then behind and up in the next notch, across to the corresponding notch, and repeat. When each notch is threaded, tie your string in the back. Use that leftover six inches of string to secure your beginning notch in the back. Take another short piece of string and tie about where the middle is on the front of the plate. Use the tail end of that string to start your weaving in and out of each spoke of the wheel. Start tying yarn or material to that piece of string and then add the next to where your yarn ends. Weave in and out as tight to the center as you can. 

To use as a picture, simply put a picture hook on the back, hot glue a pushpin on the back, or tape a piece of string that can be hung over a pin put in the wall.

To use as a hot mat, weave tightly up to the edge of the plate. If you have a crochet hook, simply cut the spoke strings one by one at the middle of the back, and weave or hook the string into the back a few times before cutting off. Makes a nice useful hot mat.
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	Something to eat

When I was a teenager I often took “Pigs in a Blanket” to my AYPA meetings. Remember AYPA? (Anglican Young People’s Association) We met Friday nights. There was a meeting where we teens were talked into service work and planned where and what we wanted to do. We had bottle drives and bake sales to raise funds so the adults could take us off to tour industries, go bowling “in the city” or maybe visit another AYPA group, etc. The evening always had lunch and then a sock hop. We danced till that old hall was hoping. At 9 PM we all groaned when the lights flickered to tell us it was the last dance. No one was on the sidelines for that song. It doesn’t seem like a bad idea for this day and age. Hummmm…….

Pigs in a Blanket

Originally they were sausages, what we use to call Halifax sausages, small ones compared to the large Lunenburg sausages we usually ate. These had been fried and drained. A batch of baking powder biscuits was mixed up and rolled out. The sausages were tucked in a piece of biscuit and baked in the oven

2021 Pigs in a Blanket

You need 

Hot Dogs

Puff Pastry

Cheese slice

Spread out the puff pastry

Place a cheese slice on top

Place the hot dog on top and roll it together

Cut in 4 pieces. Repeat putting pieces on a baking sheet

Bake 350F for 12-15 minutes.
